2. Requirements

The VDSL2 Managed Switch provide remote Web interface for manage; the
following equipments are necessary for further management.

B Workstation installed with Ethernet NIC (Network Interface Card)

B Workstations of subscribers running Windows XP/2003, Vista, Windows 7, MAC
0OS X, Linux, Fedora, Ubuntu or other platform compatible with TCP/IP protocols.

B Ethernet Port connect
e Network cables - use standard network (UTP) cables with RJ45 connectors.

e Above Workstation installed with WEB Browser and JAVA runtime environment

B Serial Port connect

e Above PC with COM Port (DB9 / RS-232) or USB-to-RS-232 converter

It is recommended to use Internet Explore 6.0 or above to access
the VDSL2 Managed Switch.




3. Terminal Setup

To configure the system, connect a serial cable to a COM port on a PC or
notebook computer and to serial (console) port of the VDSL2 Managed Switch. The
console port of the VDSL2 Managed Switch is DCE already, so that you can connect
the console port directly through PC without the need of Null Modem.

The following shows how to startup the Web Management of the VDSL2 Managed
Switch, please note, the VDSL2 Managed Switch is configured through an Ethernet
connection, make sure the manager PC must be set on the same IP subnet
address.

For example, the default IP address of the VDSL2 Managed Switch is
192.168.0.100, then the manager PC should be set at 192.168.0.x (where x
is a number between 1 and 254, except 100), and the default subnet mask is
255.255.255.0.
