1. It is recommended to use Internet Explore 7.0 or above to
access the Managed Switch.

2. The WGSW-20160HP is picked for this installation guide as they
(the WGSW-24040HP and WGSW-24040HP4) come with the
same configuration and PoE feature.




3. Terminal Setup

To configure the system, connect a serial cable to a COM port on a PC or notebook
computer and to serial (console) port of the Managed Switch. The console port of
the Managed Switch is DCE already. So, you can connect the console port directly
to the PC without the need of Null Modem.

A terminal program is required to make the software connection to the Managed
Switch. Windows’ Hyper Terminal program may be a good choice or please
download the other hyper terminal like software, such as putty. The Hyper Terminal
can be accessed from the Start menu.

4. Logon to the Console

Once the terminal is connected to the device, power on the Managed Switch. The
terminal will start running testing procedures.

Then, the login username and password are requested. The factory default
username and password are as follows, and the login screen in Figures 4-1
appears.

6. Start Web Management

The following shows how to start up the Web Management of the Managed
Switch. Note the Managed Switch is configured through an Ethernet connection.
Please make sure the manager PC must be set on the same IP subnet address.

For example, the default IP address of the Managed Switch is 192.168.0.100,
then the manager PC should be set at 192.168.0.x (where x is a number between
1 and 254, except 100), and the default subnet mask is 255.255.255.0.
